16. All physical evidence obtained from the vehicles or buildings noted above.

17. All computers, related software, data storage devices and hard copies which 

      have been seized or searched.

18. All CBI reports.

19. All physical evidence obtained from the computer items and any vehicles 

      or buildings seized or searched.  

The Lovingier/Kays trial is schedule for August 17, 2010 in Gilpin County Court.  The Motion asks for production of evidence requested no later than 45 days prior to the trial.
