BRANNAN LAWSUIT Update . . .


Some progress has been made since last visiting this matter.  As noted in an earlier edition of Eye on Gilpin County, Judge Berryhill ordered an earlier date for filing of the certified record to the court (June 7th) than that imposed previously.  


As a refresher, Brannan’s First Claim for Relief in its Verified Complaint filed in September of 2008 asked for Certiorari Review under the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure 106(a)(4) [Rule 106].  Brannan asked the Court for a determination under Rule 106 that the Board of County Commissioners “exceeded its jurisdiction and/or abused its discretion when it denied Brannan’s application for the MMRR Quarry, together with a remand to the Board with directions to approve Brannan’s application for the MMRR Quarry.”                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                              

On July 8, 2010, Judge Berryhill issued a bench order:  “Adjudication of plaintiff’s other claims and the pretrial requirements for C.R.C.P. 16 are suspended until completion of the trail court proceedings under C.R.C.P. 106.”
