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Part XIX:  Global Cooling.  Being a realist is not always so fashionable and can lead to accusations of being negative.  Recalling an old farm expression, “some people don’t have a lick of common sense and don’t even know it.”

When an issue as large and all encompassing as global warming (that means worldwide) arises, it in actuality is beyond the comprehension of most ordinary citizens.  This is not meant as a slight to ordinary citizens, just a reminder to the reader, people tend to live in their own little microcosm. It takes great effort to ignore the present modern day method of monitoring ocean temperatures.  Argo buoys (3,000 of them) deep throughout the world’s seas present a real problem for the global warming enthusiasts, unless the policy is to ignore such information.  Those buoys have been in place for five years, and according to Dr. Josh Willis of the NASA Jet Propulsion Laboratory who confirmed in a National Public Radio Interview, the buoys detected “a very slight cooling,” but indicated the drop was certainly not significant enough to shut down the Gulf Stream.  

Also ignored by the IPCC and Al Gore is the scientific evidence collected by NASA’s eight weather satellites, as opposed to easily influenced 7,000 land-based stations.  NASA’s 8 weather satellites take temperatures on a daily basis over the surface of the Earth – more than 300,000 times on a daily basis to be exact!!  These satellites have been in operation more than 30 years, and over that period of time, show only a 0.14 degree Celsius warming trend, which NASA scientists point out is “well within the range of normal variations.”


If one needs further support from an obvious non-believer in all the official hype on global warming, there are those within governmental agencies who risk their jobs to vocally disagree with the IPCC’s position and push on global warming.  


In a 2008 interview on NPR, then NASA administrator Michael Griffin said, “I have no doubt that . . . a trend of global warming exists.  I am not sure that it is fair to say that it is a problem we must wrestle with.  To assume that it is a problem is to assume that the state of Earth’s climate today is the optimal climate, the best climate that we could have or ever have had and that we need to take steps to make sure that it doesn’t change.  First of all, I don’t think it’s within the power of human beings to assure that the climate does not change, as millions of years of history have shown, and second of all, I guess I would ask which human beings – where and when – are to be accorded the privilege of deciding that this particular climate that we have right here today, right now is the best climate for all other human beings.  I think that’s a rather arrogant position for people to take.”  


Point of Information:  Griffin was appointed by former President George W. Bush, so at first glance, being replaced with Charles F. Bolden, Jr. is not what it may appear.  President Obama appointed Bolden to head NASA on July 17, 2009.  Bolden’s position on global warming in a future edition.
